7. Artists must supply their ABN number or a completed ATO "Statement by a Supplier" form.

Work not collected will incur a $100 handling fee or after two weeks will be
disposed of at the discretion of the Committee.

13. The decisions of the Art Prize Committee of the Thirroul Seaside & Arts Festival in all conditions of selection, display
and award of prizes will be final. Entries may be reproduced for promotional purposes.
